‘Do not thihat | have come to abolish the law or the
prophets; | have come not to abolish but to fulffor truly | tell you, until heaven and earth
pass away, not one letter, not one stroke oftar|ewill pass from the law until all is
accomplished**Therefore, whoever breaks one of the least of thesenandments, and teaches
others to do the same, will be called least inkihgdom of heaven; but whoever does them and
teaches them will be called great in the kingdorhexfven®’For I tell you, unless your
righteousness exceeds that of the scribes andsekariyou will never enter the kingdom of
heaven. 21 ‘You have heard that it was said todlodsncient times, “You shall not murder”;

and the judge to the guard, and you will be thrawa prison.2°Truly | tell you, you will never

get out until you have paid the last penny. 27 “Yawe heard that it was said, “You shall not
commit adultery.?®But | say to you that everyone who looks at a womih lust has already
committed adultery with her in his hedf your right eye causes you to sin, tear it oud an
throw it away; it is better for you to lose oneyour members than for your whole body to be
thrown into helf: *°And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut ftarid throw it away; it is
better for you to lose one of your members tharyéar whole body to go into hell. 31 ‘It was
also said, “Whoever divorces his wife, let him gher a certificate of divorce*But | say to

you that anyone who divorces his wife, except @ngiround of unchastity, causes her to commit
adultery; and whoever marries a divorced woman ciosmawalultery. 33 ‘Again, you have heard
that it was said to those of ancient times, “Yoallhot swear falsely, but carry out the vows
you have made to the Lord*But | say to you, Do not swear at all, either bgven, for it is the
throne of God>or by the earth, for it is his footstool, or by ualem, for it is the city of the
great King.*®And do not swear by your head, for you cannot naaiehair white or black'Let



your word be “Yes, Yes” or “No, No”; anything mottgan this comes from the evil one. 38 ‘You
have heard that it was said, “An eye for an eyeatabth for a tooth.2*But | say to you, Do not
resist an evildoer. But if anyone strikes you amtight cheek, turn the other aldtand if
anyone wants to sue you and take your coat, giue gloak as well*'and if anyone forces you
to go one mile, go also the second niif&ive to everyone who begs from you, and do not
refuse anyone who wants to borrow from you.43 ‘“Yiawe heard that it was said, “You shall
love your neighbor and hate your enenf§But | say to you, Love your enemies and pray for
those who persecute ydso that you may be children of your Father in heafer he makes
his sun rise on the evil and on the good, and sexidon the righteous and on the unrighteous.
“**For if you love those who love you, what rewardydo have? Do not even the tax-collectors
do the same%And if you greet only your brothers and sistevghat more are you doing than
others? Do not even the Gentiles do the sdfiBePperfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is
perfect. ‘Beware of practicing your piety beforéerts in order to be seen by them; for then you
have no reward from your Father in heaven. 2 ‘Semvelver you give alms, do not sound a
trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in thegggues and in the streets, so that they may be
praised by others. Truly I tell you, they have ieed their reward’But when you give alms, do
not let your left hand know what your right handi@ng,*so that your alms may be done in
secret; and your Father who sees in secret wilardwou. ‘And whenever you pray, do not be
like the hypocrites; for they love to stand andyprathe synagogues and at the street corners, so
that they may be seen by others. Truly | tell ytbey have received their rewafBut whenever
you pray, go into your room and shut the door amay po your Father who is in secret; and your
Father who sees in secret will reward you. 7 ‘When are praying, do not heap up empty
phrases as the Gentiles do; for they think that ti# be heard because of their many words.
®Do not be like them, for your Father knows what yeed before you ask him. 9 ‘Pray then in
this way:
Our Father in heaven,

hallowed be your name.
19 Your kingdom come.

on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.

16 ‘And whenever
you fast, do not look dismal, like the hypocritis,they disfigure their faces so as to show
others that they are fasting. Truly | tell you,\theve received their rewardBut when you

fast, put oil on your head and wash your fatsg that your fasting may be seen not by others
but by your Father who is in secret; and your Fat¥teo sees in secret will reward you.19 ‘Do
not store up for yourselves treasures on earthyemm@th and rust consume and where thieves
break in and steaf’but store up for yourselves treasures in heavearavheither moth nor rust
consumes and where thieves do not break in antl Sfear where your treasure is, there your
heart will be also.22 ‘The eye is the lamp of tlhelya So, if your eye is healthy, your whole
body will be full of light;%but if your eye is unhealthy, your whole body vii# full of darkness.



If then the light in you is darkness, how gredhis darkness!24 ‘No one can serve two masters;
for a slave will either hate the one and love ttieeq or be devoted to the one and despise the
other. You cannot serve God and wealth. 25 ‘Theeelféell you, do not worry about your life,
what you will eat or what you will drink, or aboyur body, what you will wear. Is not life

more than food, and the body more than clothffigBok at the birds of the air; they neither sow
nor reap nor gather into barns, and yet your hdgveather feeds them. Are you not of more
value than they?And can any of you by worrying add a single houyaar span of lifend

why do you worry about clothing? Consider the $l the field, how they grow; they neither
toil nor spin,?%yet | tell you, even Solomon in all his glory wast slothed like one of these.
%But if God so clothes the grass of the field, whihlive today and tomorrow is thrown into
the oven, will he not much more clothe you—youitiliel faith?**Therefore do not worry,

saying, “What will we eat?” or “What will we drink®r “What will we wear?™**For it is the
Gentiles who strive for all these things; and irdlgeur heavenly Father knows that you need all
these things®*But strive first for the kingdom of God and hightteousness, and all these things
will be given to you as well. 34 ‘So do not worrdyaat tomorrow, for tomorrow will bring
worries of its own. Today’s trouble is enough foday. ‘Do not judge, so that you may not be
judged.?For with the judgment you make you will be judgadd the measure you give will be
the measure you géivhy do you see the speck in your neighbors’ eyedbunot notice the log
in your own eye?Or how can you say to your neighbor, “Let me tdiegpeck out of your

Hif you then, who are evil, know how to give gooétgito your children, how much more will
your Father in heaven give good things to those agiohim! 12 ‘In everything do to others as
you would have them do to you; for this is the kawd the prophets.13 ‘Enter through the narrow
gate; for the gate is wide and the road is eti®t leads to destruction, and there are many who
take it.2*For the gate is narrow and the road is hard tleatsi¢o life, and there are few who find
it. 15 ‘Beware of false prophets, who come to yosheep’s clothing but inwardly are ravenous
wolves.*®You will know them by their fruits. Are grapes gathd from thorns, or figs from
thistles?"'In the same way, every good tree bears good buitthe bad tree bears bad frifa
good tree cannot bear bad fruit, nor can a badbeae good fruit-Every tree that does not bear
good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fif€Thus you will know them by their fruits.
